Quantity

Record the number (quantity) of skylights on each elevation. If more space is needed you may use one
of the other elevation pages. Frequently skylights used on a house are the same size so you can often
record the number and one size per ¢clevation. Determining the Protection Code for skylights is not a
simple task. Location within the State of Florida will usually dictate (due to Florida Building Code
requirements) the standards used for Product Approval. Products approved for use in the High Veloc-
ity Hurricane Zone are 9 pound missile tested and are hurricane - H rated. Products approved for use
outside the High Velocity Hurricane Zone are often approved with the 4.5 pound missile and are basic
- B rated. Documentation is often the only way to determine the correct protection code. As with roof
shingles, the date installed is very important for this item.
